Due to the Statewide Judicial Emergency effective March 14, 2020 to April 13, 2020 relating to the transmission of COVID-19, the Superior Court Clerk’s Office will be limiting public access to our staff and office to the performance of essential/critical functions only.  In an effort to protect the safety of the staff of this office and citizens who utilize our services, people not seeking services for essential functions and are not Superior Court Clerk’s Office staff will not be allowed in the Clerk’s Office during the Statewide Judicial Emergency. 
The office doors are open but you will be asked to wait out in the hall and we will assist you from that point.

The Clerk’s office has several ways to communicate and transmit electronically.  The email above is going to be used specifically for this time period and we ask that you inquire by phone at 706-935-4231 or use the email above for assistance out side of the office. 
Superior Court Criminal – we will accept criminal case documents by way of eFiling through our vendor at

www.peachcourt.com , we will accept documents by way of USPS mail as well.  You can contact the Superior Court criminal division at 706-935-4231, press 1 for Superior and then press 2 for the deputy clerk in the Criminal Division.  All other matters will be addressed after the lifting of the Statewide Judicial Emergency.
Superior Court Civil – Temporary Protective Orders will still be filed and processed following the normal procedure for Catoosa County.  Ex-Parte in Domestic cases and Temporary Restraining Orders will be addressed by the Judge on a case by case basis.  All civil case documents will be accepted by eFiling through our vendor at www.peachcourt.com .  You can contact the civil division at 706-935-4231, press 1 for Superior and then press 1 for the deputy clerk in the Civil Division.  All other matters will be addressed after the lifting of the Statewide Judicial Emergency.
State Court Criminal – we will accept criminal case documents by way of eFiling through our vendor at

www.peachcourt.com , we will accept documents by way of USPS mail as well.  You can contact the State Court criminal division at 706-935-4231, press 2 for State and then press 2 for the deputy clerk in the Criminal Division.  All other matters will be addressed after the lifting of the Statewide Judicial Emergency.
State Court Traffic – traffic citations can be paid online at www.catoosatickets.com or you can mail a money order or cashier’s check to the above address. You can contact the State Court Traffic division at 706-935-4231, press 2 for State and then press 2 for the deputy clerk in the Traffic Division.  All other matters will be addressed after the lifting of the Statewide Judicial Emergency.
Real Estate – will only be open to those performing title searches.  e-Recording is available to everyone.  ProSe (Self-Represented) parties or those unable or needing assistance with e-Recording may call 706-935-4231 and press #5 for the deputy clerk in the Real Estate Division.  All other matters will be addressed after the lifting of the Statewide Judicial Emergency.
If you should have any questions for my office or the court you can email me at Catoosa.ClerkofCourt.COVID19@gmail.com and I will answer as best that I can or will forward them to the Judge for assistance. 

Clerk staff have been instructed to stay home if they are not feeling well or if they are exhibiting any illness symptoms.  In turn, visitors to the Clerk’s office are being asked to do the same.
